Course Description: English Literature, a course based on Missouri’s Academic Standards for
English/Language Arts and the Common Core State Standards for English/Language Arts, is a study of
representative works of the English speaking authors associated with the Commonwealth of Nations,
including England, Scotland, Ireland, Wales, Canada, Newfoundland, Australia, New Zealand, India,
South Africa, Kenya, Botswana, and others. Students examine a wide variety of literary genres that
reflect the English-speaking peoples from the Anglo-Saxon Period to the present. Students analyze how
the ideas and concepts presented in the works are both interconnected and distinctly reflective of the
cultures and the countries in which they were written.

Course Rationale: The Fayette R-Ill English Language Arts program is the foundation upon which all
other learning takes place. Communication skills are central to both cognitive and social development.
Listening, speaking, reading, and writing are skills students need to help them solve problems, make
decisions, interpret information and communicate their ideas to others. Fayette R-1ll schools will
provide a balanced program of listening, speaking, reading and writing that emphasizes not only the
understanding and appreciation of language and literature, but also the application of communication
skills to the world and the workplace.
