SPOTLIGHTS: Murphy Quint presented for the FHS Interact Club.  The group won first place at the Missouri Community Betterment conference for their project of providing care packages the Foreign Exchange students at CMU.
Grant Himmelmann shared on his trip to South Africa.
Student Representatives Chelsea Wysocki and Blake Huster shared the winter music concerts were well attended; basketball season is off to a great start; the Broadcast News group toured the KOMU Channel 8 station and the Senior class won the Battle of the Classes competition and enjoyed going roller-skating as their reward.  Blake and Chelsea thanked the board for the opportunity to serve as representatives to the board.  President Gose presented certificates to both of them and thanked them for serving.
APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA: Anderson moved, McSwain seconded to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Motion carried 7-0. 
PRINCIPAL REPORTS: Daly Elementary Principal, Mrs. Huster reported the enrollment for the Elementary is PK- 62, K-5- 272.  95% of DES students were in attendance 90% of the time from August to November 30. At the Falcon Fest, students were recognized for Math and awards for compassion were presented.  CMU Enactus group collaborated with the 5th grade teachers to provide a real life economic simulation entitled “Money for Middles”. Students learned about money, banking, savings and real world experiences. PTSA held a VIP breakfast for the elementary students to bring a guest for breakfast.  Mrs. Huster also shared the YMCA will start a before school care program second semester if they have enough interest.  Flyers will be sent home again in hopes of encouraging more families to participate.

Clark Middle School Principal, Mr. Doolin shared current enrollment for grade 6-8 is 135 with 94.8% of CMS students in attendance 90% of the time. Year to date 91.9% of CMS students were in attendance 90 % of the time.  Detective Andy Evans from the Boone County Sheriff’s Department presented on cyber safety to the 5th through 8th grades.  Mr. Doolin shared an impressive cell project from Mrs. Hough’s science class as an example of the differentiated design being used to asses student mastery at the middle school.
Fayette High School Principal, Mr. Tray shared the current enrollment of 177 for grades 9-12. Total percentage of attendance is 93.28%. Percentage of students over 90% attendance is 85.3%.  Mr. Tray shared encouraging data on the October ACT testing.  All-day prep sessions were held at school prior to the ACT test dates.   8th hour will get a make-over in second semester.  There will be mandatory study halls for students with at least 2 D’s or 1 F and a voluntary study hall option for those students who want to utilize 8th hour in that manner. Academic classes are available as well as month long exploratory classes.  Cyber Crimes Task Force Detective, Andy Evans presented to HS students on internet safety and cyberbullying. He did four separate talks, one to each of the grade levels.
CURRICULUM REPORT:  Mrs. Wiseman presented the revised assessment plan, which includes new test windows and updated assessment information. She also reported on the building level Annual Performance Report numbers and noted the monitoring review in October of the Federal Programs Tiered Monitoring shows us in compliance in all areas.
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT:  Superintendent Kimball shared the State Board of Education took action to classify the Fayette R-III School District as accredited under the Missouri School Improvement Program (MSIP) 5.  Our band has raised $24,583 towards the Washington D.C. trip.  There is more money pledged that has not yet been received.  It is our hopes that the full $40,000 will be raised.  The winter concerts were very entertaining.  Dr. Kimball noted it is nice to see the ongoing progress our students make from beginning choir and band through their high school years.  We are so proud of our music department!  Fresh Ideas continues to serve more meals as compared with last year’s numbers. We have had two candidates sign up for the two open positions on the board for the April election, incumbent Jean Schmidt and new candidate John Stroupe. 
The MSBA monthly online report was viewed.

ACTION ITEMS:  
Superintendent Kimball recommended approval of applicants Clara Asher and Jessamin McSwain for the 2018 student board representatives.  Schmidt motioned to approve as recommended, Young seconded. Motion passed 6-0. McSwain abstained.
Superintendent Kimball recommended approval of a Wal-Mart grant application in the amount of $2,500 for a clothes closet for the CMS/FHS students. Schmidt motioned to approve as recommended, Jackman seconded. Motion passed 7-0.

Superintendent Kimball recommended approval of the receipt of $250.19 from the online fundraising site SchoolFUNDCenter. Schmidt motioned to approve as recommended, Anderson seconded. Motion passed 7-0.
Superintendent Kimball recommended approval of the receipt of $2,500 from the CMU Greek Students and the donation and planting of eight native oak trees from the Fayette Rotary Club.  Jackman motioned to approve as recommended, Howell seconded. Motion passed 7-0.
Superintendent Kimball presented a project list, ballot language and sample names for the Proposition for the No Tax Increase Bond Issue in the April 2018 election. Anderson motioned to use the name Proposition K.I.D.S. (Keep Improving District Schools) as the name for the Proposition on the ballot, Howell seconded. Motion passed 7-0.

Jackman noted to add “for the safety of our kids” into the ballot language.  Anderson motioned to approve the Facilities Projects & Other Issues in Consideration for Inclusion in No Tax Increase Bond Issue April 2018 as written with “for the safety of our kids” added into the ballot language, Howell seconded. Motion passed 7-0.
